On one such, they
rented a house boat on Lake Powell. Each night, they would tie up onshore for the
evening. Having other musicians in their family, there must have been some wonderful
campfires.

In his latter years, Lane completed a guitar made from available scrap wood and
hardware about his household. He put aside his fine Martin guitar and would bring this
guitar to the song circles. At the time, | did not understand this. Having completed a
homemade guitar for myself, reasons have become clear.

| found online that Lucy is now 97 years of age. Lane lived to be 90. The society was
blessed by their contributions.
