THE WAY WE WERE - Arnold Wesley Liles

When I joined the folklore society in 1987, the members 
included folk musicians, story tellers, and listeners. There 
was a retired school teacher; I recall her name as Hazel.  
She would bring posters with postcards affixed.  The 
postcards would be gathered according to a common 
theme.  It was through one of Hazel's presentation , that I 
learned of the good witch "Befana" who visits Italian children 
at Christmas time in much the same manner as Santa 
Claus. Among the storytellers was a very memorable one, 
Wesley Liles.  His obit linked here will give you some details 
of his life.  

Wesley had a droll sense of humor.  He would tell stories that would appear at the onset 
as humorous anecdotes from his recent experiences.  However, they would soon morph 
into tall tales that ended in droll conclusions accompanied by a toothy smile from Wesley.  
At his memorial service there were speakers that I can easily recall.  One was a childhood 
friend of Wesley's son.  He recounted fond memories of sharing canoe trips with the Liles 
family and of Wesley's stories from that time.  The other memorable story was recounted 
by Wesley's daughter.  One should understand that Wesley suffered mini strokes as his 
health was ebbing.  At times, he would lose his orientation.  When his wife and children 
would come for a visit in the hospital, his wife would always ask, "Wesley, do you know 
who I am?".  Thus on one occasion, Wesley asked his daughter to remain as the family left 
his hospital room. He then told his daughter, he was growing concerned about her mother, 
and he stated with a toothy grin, "she does not know who she is!"   His daughter knew that 
part of Wesley was indomitable.
